If possible, please use the “all day” sun cream as this means the
staff do not have to re-apply sun cream to all the children at lunchtime, which is very time
consuming! If you are unable to use all day sun cream, please provide some sun cream with
their name on and this will be kept at Pre-school. The children will also need a sun hat.

This is due to the Extra Bank Holiday given for the Queens Jubilee which falls in half term
week. Any alterations to bills will be taken into consideration next term.
